Task 2 – Viewpoints
Task Description:
Changing angles and viewpoints when taking photographs creates different effects:

· Distance from the subject can change how much of the frame it fills, how its scale compares to its surroundings and how flat or deep the image will appear.

· A high angle can make the subject appear smaller or less important.

· A low angle can make the subject appear larger, more powerful or more dramatic.
