	Task Title / Content: 

Natural Hazards and Geographical News Review
Task Description - Natural Hazards
Within the first one to two weeks as you start A-Level, we will have a short assessment on Natural Hazards, focused on contemporary natural hazard case studies. Your task is to research the Turkey and Morocco Earthquakes, 2023 and Hurricane Beryl, 2024, using the news articles provided and wider internet research.

Over the course of the summer, ensure that you regularly read the BBC World News website searching for geographical news articles e.g., Climate change, migration, natural hazards, regeneration and coasts. On the first week back, you will be asked to provide a high-quality document giving a summary of your news review, to include news headlines, images and article summaries. It is really important for A-Level that you are up to date with contemporary geographical issues.

	How it is assessed:
Natural Hazards: You will be assessed by a 25-mark knowledge test on Natural Hazards, focused on Earthquakes and Tropical Storms and featuring information on the Turkey and Morocco Earthquakes and Hurricane Beryl. You will need to know: 
· What makes a country vulnerable to natural hazards?

· What are the impacts of natural hazards and how do they vary?

· Outline responses to natural hazard events. 

· Why were the hazard events so deadly? What are the key factors?

· What were the causes of these case study natural hazards?
Geographical News Review: You will be given a score out of 25 based on the effort invested into this task and the quality of the presentation of your work.
