	Task 1: Maths Test

Maths is worth 10% of the Psychology course.  There are various parts of GCSE Maths that we will cover including how to use raw data. 

You are required to complete the Psychology Maths practice paper workbook and revise the key terms. You will need to achieve at least 70% of the marks in this test as part of the transition work criteria to practice your mathematical skills.

This is a key piece of psychological research that we will study in the topic of memory, but it has important links to research methods. Answer the questions on the worksheet using the article and your own knowledge of research methods.
