Task guidance

	Year 13 Sociology Bridging work provides an opportunity for students to consolidate the Paper 2 content covered in Year 1 and prepare for new content.
TASK 1: Families and households (Revision) 

Revise all of  the Families and Households content you studied in Year 12. This should not be an onerous task, as you have been revisiting and consolidating this content throughout the year. This is simply an opportunity to bring your knowledge together and ensure you’re confident with key themes and exam technique.
This will be assessed through a full mock exam during the week of the bridging work deadlines. 
You are advised to split the specification content into the following topics for revision: 

· Sociological Perspectives on the family (Functionalism, Marxism, Feminism, Personal Life Perspective)

· Social policy and the family

· Family Diversity - Changes in family structure over time (e.g. the rise of lone-parent families, same-sex families – SPERM) as well as marriage, divorce and cohabitation trends (Including the Rapoport’s, Postmodernism etc) 

· The domestic division of labour and power relationships

· Childhood and the status of children

· Demographic trends (birth rates, death rates, ageing population

You should use a combination of the following resources to support your revision:

· Your lesson worksheets and notes

· Materials and revision documents shared on Google Classroom

· Your revision resources/grids and textbooks

· Past paper grids to practise exam-style question

TASK 2: Beliefs in Society – Types of Religious organisation (Research)

To deepen your understanding of religious organisations you will create a comparative research piece on two contrasting types. 
Select Two Religious Organisations: 

Choose two organisations that represent different types of religious groups, for example:
- A mainstream Church (e.g. Church of England, Catholic Church)
- A Sect (e.g. Jehovah’s Witnesses, The Amish, The Peoples Temple, )
- A Denomination (e.g. Methodism, Baptist Church)
- A Cult or NRM (e.g. Scientology, Hare Krishna, The Moonies)
Investigate the following key aspects:
- History and origin: When and how was it founded?
- Beliefs and practices: Core doctrines, rituals, worship style
- Organisation and structure: Leadership, membership roles, hierarchy
- Membership: Who joins? Demographics, reasons for joining
- Relationship with wider society: Level of integration, conflict, or separation
- Growth or decline: Trends in popularity or membership over time
Output Format suggestions (Choose One):

- Written report 
- Slide presentation with speaker notes
- Infographic or visual poster (with detailed captions)



	TASK 1: You will sit a full 1 hour Families and Households mock exam which will include:

· 10-mark “Outline and explain” question

· 10-mark “Analyse” question

· 20-mark essay question

This will take place during bridging work deadline week (exact date TBC when timetables have been confirmed), so please ensure you have revised thoroughly and practised using past paper questions as you did for your June mock exams. This will be marked and graded.
